Visit the Gnostic Corner. Start with breakfast at Gnostic Mana Café, followed by shopping
at the Gnostic Corner for all things wellness, and Gnostic Forest and Gnostic Bunch for
spiritual crystals, books, ornaments, incense and clothing that aims to share love and a sense

of mindfulness with the community.

Enjoy fresh seafood, your way. Whether you're in the mood for a fancy dine in seafood lunch
with oysters and a glass of rose wine, or a casual waterfront fish and chips with the freshest local
catch — head to Woy Woy Fishermen’s Wharf on The Boulevarde.

Pizza parlour with a twist. Set within a calypso kitsch decor, Tropicana Social Club is a fully
licensed pizza bar with a selection of craft beers, ciders, sours, cocktails and boutique Australian

sustainable wines.

Workout at the Peninsula Leisure Centre. The only facility of its kind on the Central Coast,
offering a range of modern aquatic facilities for the whole family, or enjoyed solo as part of your

weekly workout.

Wind down with golf, bowls, dinner and drinks at Everglades Country Club. Choose from
tackling an 18-hole golf course, to catching live entertainment on their green, or enjoy fresh

coffee at their on-site café, or family-friendly dining at ALTRO restaurant.

Trackside coffee and secret hideaways. Local café, Link and Pin, launched a coffee shop
inspired by the connective mechanism of railway carriages. Simply enter via the red door on

Railway Street, or red gate on Blackwall Road and take five in their secret garden.

Ferry to neighbouring Davistown. Nearby Davistown is connected by ferry to Woy Woy,
inviting you to take a scenic journey along the Coast’s waterways with brilliant places to eat and
drink at both ends of the trip.

Rooftop cocktails over Brisbane Water. Discover the simple joy of afternoon drinks at
Frankie’s Roof Top Bar, and then either order from their Mexican tapas menu, or pop

downstairs for a pub feed at The Bayview Hotel.

Peninsula picnic at Lions Park. From Memorial Park near Woy Woy Whar, follow the waterside
shared pathway to the tip of land that pokes out into Brisbane Water - Lions Park. This green

reserve has fantastic views out across to Rileys Island, with convenient public bbgs and amenities.
